History
1780—Transylvania Seminary, the first institution of higher learning west of the Alleghenies, is established by an act of the Virginia assembly under Governor Thomas Jefferson. It becomes Transylvania University in 1799.
1833—Old Morrison, Transylvania’s administration building, is built by local architect Gideon Shryock. Today it is featured on the seal of the City of Lexington.
1861—The Civil War interrupts instruction at Transylvania. Old Morrison and the medical building are turned into makeshift hospitals for Union troops.
1865—Transylvania University merges with Kentucky University in Harrodsburg. The university expands and several new departments materialize, including the Agricultural and Mechanical College, which eventually becomes the University of Kentucky.
1954—President Dwight D. Eisenhower speaks at Transylvania’s 175th anniversary celebration and dedication of the Frances Carrick Thomas Library.
1985—The William R. Kenan Jr. Lecture Series is established to bring nationally known speakers to campus, including Elie Wiesel, Kurt Vonnegut and John Updike, among others.
2006—Transylvania launches the first annual national faculty seminar on liberal arts education.
2011—Speaker of the House John Boehner and former Speakers Nancy Pelosi and Dennis Hastert speak in Haggin Auditorium at an event recognizing the 200th anniversary of former Transylvania trustee and law professor Henry Clay’s election as Speaker of the House.
2014—Seamus Carey becomes the 26th president of Transylvania University.
